Physical rehabilitation is 
analogous to physical therapy in 

humans. It is the science of  
movement. Physical rehabilitation 

aims to maximize the ability to 
move around in one’s  

environment and perform  
daily activities.  

For a dog, daily activities include walking, running, playing, 
getting on/off furniture, grooming, or even specific jobs for 
working dogs. Following surgery, injury, or even just with age, 
these basic activities can become quite challenging. Physical 
rehabilitation provides many benefits such as pain manage-
ment, improved joint range of motion, muscle strengthening, 
and an overall improvement in well-being. Not only do we 
work with animals recently recovering from surgery, but we 
also offer treatment to non-surgical candidates, such as those 
with chronic degenerative disc disease or degenerative my-
elopathy, as well as geriatric and overweight pets.

Our certified small animal rehabilitation therapists include 
veterinarians and licensed physical therapists. They will 
assess your pet to find where he or she is having issues and 
will create a personalized rehabilitation plan based on specific 
needs and goals. Dogs are the most common patients in 
physical rehabilitation, though we work with cats and other 
animals as well. 

During your pet’s initial visit, they will have a consulta-
tion or assessment performed by a rehabilitation thera-
pist. This will include a detailed history, assessment of 
the home environment, and a discussion about what your 
expectations are for your pet’s function. A comprehensive 
gait analysis will be performed as well as measurements 
of joint range of motion and muscle mass.  

After the assessment, you and your therapist will develop 
a therapeutic plan for your pet that will often involve 
exercises that you can do at home, as well as therapies 
that we can offer at our facilities. It is important for us 
to develop this with you so that you feel comfortable 
implementing the program at home given time or other 
constraints. You will become an active partner in your 
pet’s daily progress, and we hope to make it a fun experi-
ence for both you and your pet.
